18 MEDOC A.C. 2004/05 (C) £10.50

Dulong Reserve

A blend of Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc, and Merlot, this wine is
deep red in colour with a blackcurrant bouquet. It i1s medium to full bodied
in strength.

19 CHATEAU BONNET RESERVE 2003/04 (C) £16.50 £8.50
Andre Lurton, Bordeaux A.C.

A claret aged in oak, and made mainly from Merlot and Cabernet
Sauvignon grapes. The former gives a rich pluminess, while the later
gives structure and backbone.

20 CHATEAU LYONNAT 2003/04 £18.50 £9.95
Lussac St. Emilion (B)
Lussac's hill-vineyards lie to the hinterland of St. Emilion. A soft, rich,
and slightly savoury claret, with the ripe fruit of the Merlot grape. It is
less dry and scented than the Medoc.

21 CHATEAU HAUT-BEAUSEJOUR 2003 £21.00
Saint-Estephe Cru Bourgeois OWC (C)
This property was bought in 1992 by Champagne Louis Roederer, with the
aim of producing top class Bordeaux wines. Solid, substantial, and
concentrated in the mouth, the wine contains a spicy hint of tannin.

22 CHATEAU CISSAC 2003 £28.00 £15.00
Haut Medoc Cru Bourgeois OWC (C)
A Cru Bourgeois from the heart of the Haut Medoc appellation, the village
of Cissac lies in the hinterland behind Pauillac and St. Estephe. This wine is
made from hand picked grapes and spends eighteen months in barrel,
resulting in a rich and intense wine.

FRANCE (BEAUJOLAIS)

23 BEAUJOLAIS VILLAGES A.C. 2006 (B) £14.00 £8.50
Domaine des Charmeuses, Henry Fessy
Approximately forty villages go to make up the Beaujolais A.C. region.
A soft, fresh, light and fruity wine from the Gamay grape, it can also be
very nice when served with cold dishes.

24  FLEURIE Henry Fessy 2006/07 (B/C) £19.00 £9.95
Domaine de la Roilette
Fleurie is one of only a small number of Grand Cms Beaujolais districts.
Another wine made from the Gamay grape, it is soft, and silky, with
raspberry fruit, and is purpley red in colour.
